Wz‘n: Heawk, one of the most elegant ketches you will ever see, slipped

quietly between the breakwaters and tied up at the North Point Ma-

rina, She was not just another pretty face lighting up the Rock Hall, Md.,
harbor but a true original, the first of her line.

In 1977 White Hawk was the first fully finished yacht to come from the
Cherubini Boat Company yard in Delran, N.J., on the banks of the Dela-
ware River just upstream from Philadelphia. Now, a quarter-century later,
White Hawk leads the reconstituted Cherubini Yachts back into a nmrket—
place hungry for the combination of modern construction and technology
with traditional style that sometimes seems lost in this age of carbon fiber,
high-tech Whizbang 60s.

“The boat was the start of the company, then and now," says Dave
Cherubini, who is leading the family firm back to its roots after a venture
into diesel-powered trawlers.

Cherubini's sales literature urges potential customers to “realize the
dream of a lifetime” with 4 new Cherubini 44, or its big sister, the Cherubini
48 schooner, As well it might, for the 44 was the lifetime dream of the
founding Father John Cherubini, who designed her, and his brother Frit,
who built her.

John, Frit and their siblings Richard, Joe, Tom, Mary and Jen grew up
in their father Leon's boat shop on the Delaware in Burlington, N.J. They
built Moth, Thistle and Lightning class sailboats, and a variety of dinghies,
as well as Tar Baby, the first Cherubini original that John and Frit cobbled
